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Welcome to second grade!  My name is Mrs. Carla Ervick and I will be teaching all academic areas to your child this year.  Second grade is a year that introduces many new concepts in all subject areas.  It is also a year of review to strengthen what your child has already learned.  Much of the beginning of the school year will be a refresher to get your son or daughter back into the swing of things and prepare him/her for what lies ahead.

At registration you received a list of supplies necessary to complete activities throughout the school year.  Please clearly mark all supplies with a permanent marker – including jackets, gym shoes, and umbrellas.  Your child will also need to bring a plastic or cloth bag with a handle so that gym shoes (if the shoes are going to be left at school) can be hung from a hook on the coat racks when they are not being worn.  Please keep in mind that supplies will need to be replenished throughout the year, so that your child does not run out of crayons, pencils, etc.  Your child is expected to have all of his/her supplies in the classroom at all times.  

There are some very important rules in our room that need to be followed in order to have a successful program.  These are:

1. Be respectful of others

2. Listen carefully

3. Follow directions

4. Work quietly

5. Respect school and personal property              

6. Work and play safely
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We all strive to be “Allstars” in my classroom, and I use this for my behavior management system.  Every student has a clothespin with his/her name on it, on a large star sign that has four stars (gold, red, white, and blue).  Every morning all students start with their clothespins on the Gold Star, which means “Perfect.”  If any student breaks a classroom rule the following steps happen for that individual. 

1. The first time, the student moves his/her clothespin from the Gold Star 

          to the Red Star.  This serves as a warning.

2. The second time that student breaks a rule that day, he/she moves the                                        clothespin to the White Star.  This means that a student will miss 5 minutes of recess or free time.

3. The third time, the student will move his/her clothespin to the Blue Star.  This means he/she will miss 10 minutes of recess or free time.

4. If a student still misbehaves, I will send that child to the office with a Disciplinary Referral form, and/or the parents will be contacted.

This will be done on a daily basis, and every day each child will start with a clean slate (and all will be on the Gold Star).

I am planning to send home a calendar every day, in your child’s “Take-Home Folder.”  On the calendar your child will write what color star he/she stayed on each day.  Please discuss with your child when you see that he/she moved off of the Gold Star.  Also remember to praise on those Gold Star days.  The Take-Home Folder should come home every night.  That is where graded papers will be, along with notes, work we completed in class together, homework, etc.  Please be sure to go through this folder, together with your child, each and every night.  Please leave the calendar in there.

I appreciate your cooperation and support with this system, and I am confident that we will accomplish a great deal this year.  
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We have P.E. every day.  Music is on Monday and Wednesday. On alternate Thursdays we have Art. Our Library time is on Friday. We will have technology once a week, also.
