Web Pages

Student Progress via PowerSchool
It is important to track your child’s progress.  Please contact the appropriate teacher with any questions/concerns.
Absences
When a student is absent, it is the responsibility of the student to ask for his or her absent work.

Assignments missed due to illness will be given one day per day of absence plus one day. Requests for homework should be given to the school office before 11 AM and picked up at the school at the end of the school day. Summit Hill School District 161 appreciates parents taking an active role in the child’s education both at school and at home.  Students may take advantage of study hall or academic assistance to complete work.
Tardies
Students are required to arrive to class on time.  Students that are not in class by the time the bell rings will be subject to the following policy: 
Per quarter, for each class:

1st tardy – verbal warning

2nd, 3rd and 4th tardies will be recorded in PowerSchool

Once the student has 4 tardies for the same class, the student will receive a referral for a ‘major’ offense, and will be sent to the office. The student will receive a detention.

For every tardy after the 4th offense, the student will receive further disciplinary action that can include detentions or other consequences.
Student starts each quarter with a ‘clean slate.’
Missing Assignment Policy
Assignments that are not completed by the due date will count as a missing assignment and a MISSING ASSIGNMENT slip (pink slip) will go home for parent signature.

Until the missing assignment is turned in, the assignment will be marked as a ‘zero’ or ‘incomplete’ in PowerSchool.  Once the assignment has been completed, the grade in PowerSchool will be updated to show the final score earned on the assignment.
The missing assignment slip (pink slip) must be returned with parent signature along with completed work.  If the student has completed assignment but does not have signed slip, the student will sit out of intramurals until slip is returned to school.  

THREE missing assignments accumulated from any subject will result in a minor referral and student will serve a lunch detention.   If a student receives 3 minor referrals for missing assignments (9 total missing assignments) the student will be issued a major referral and will serve an after school detention.

At any time, the parent and teacher may need to develop a plan to assist the student; the student may be required to attend Academic Assistance after school.

Grading and Assessment:

The reporting system for the 2018-2019 school year reports academic proficiency on a 50 point scale of equal intervals: 
A (90-100%):
Student achievement is outstanding and demonstrates continuous excellence 

B (80-89%): 
Student achievement is above average

C (70-79%): 
Student achievement meets expectations 

D (60-69%):
Student achievement does not meet expectations; student needs reinforcement 

F (50-59%): 
Student achievement represents failure of student to meet minimal academic 


expectations 

Adjusting the grading scale reduces the negative impact of zeros on a student’s grade. Each grade will have an appropriate and equal amount of influence on the student’s final grade.
Formative assessments count for 25% of the student’s overall grade in a subject.

Summative assessments count for 75% of the student’s overall grade in a subject.

Students that score below a 70% on a summative assessment will be reassessed.  The most recent score will count as the final score.  Please refer to your student’s teacher for specific procedures regarding reassessments.
Positive Behavior Intervention and Support 

Hilda Walker faculty and staff would like to introduce or reacquaint you with “Positive Behavioral Interventions and Supports” otherwise known as PBIS. PBIS is a school-wide initiative allowing Walker students, staff, and parents to all be “on the same page” with regards to discipline and behavior. We know that when good behavior and good teaching come together, our students will excel in their learning. Our staff has been trained in this program, and it will be explained to all children during the first week of school during our, kick-off celebration. 

Implementing PBIS at Walker will allow the opportunity for all students to achieve social, emotional and academic success. The overall goals of PBIS consist of: 

1. Teaching students the behaviors we expect 

2. Providing a safe environment where students achieve academically and socially 

3. Encourage positive behaviors and interactions 

4. Decrease problem behaviors 

5. Reduce the number of office discipline referrals 

As part of the PBIS program, we have established several clear rules for the behavior we expect in all areas of our school. We will continue to explicitly teach the expectations to students and reward them frequently for their great behavior. The expectations for all student behavior will be clear throughout our building in the cafeteria, gymnasium, and classrooms. You will be able to ask your student, “What are the rules in your school?” “How do you follow those rules?” “What happens when a teacher sees you following the rules?” 

Our school expectations specifically address behaviors, provide for a safer school environment, and give more time for instruction. We apply consistent consequences and positive reinforcement for all kids. By detailing every expected behavior and teaching kids in a positive way, we will provide a common language for everyone in our building, including students, teachers, front office staff, and our paraprofessionals. 

We believe that by helping students practice good behavior, we will build a school community where all students have an environment where they can succeed and grow.

What is PBIS?

Positive Behavior Interventions and Supports (PBIS), is the behavior component of Response to Intervention (RtI). PBIS at Walker is a school wide initiative allowing us to be on the same page with regards to discipline and student behavior. We will use a continuum of positive supports for all students in all areas- classroom and non-classroom settings.

The Walker Way and Behavior Matrix

Hilda Walker Intermediate School has developed a Behavior Matrix which includes the Walker Way. The Walker Way is Be Responsible, Be Respectful, and Be Safe. Each standard is then broken down into different categories along with an explanation of how each standard should look for that specific category. 
During the first week of school, students are introduced to PBIS and the Walker Way. Teachers discuss the Walker Way. During this time, students are taught the expected behaviors for each category of the Behavior Matrix.  Please refer to the Behavior Matrix included in this packet.
