Direct Quotation:

· When you write someone’s exact words
· The speaker’s words are set apart from the rest of the sentence with quotation marks.  ( “” )

· EX – Terry said, “Let’s go swimming.”
Ending in a question mark or exclamation point:
· Do not add a comma.

· EX – “What time will the beach open?”  I asked.

Interrupted Quotations:
· Separate it with commas
· Each spoken part should have quotes around it
· EX – “Do you realize,” asked Bob, “that we forgot the raft?”
· If the second part of the interrupted quotation begins a new sentence, start it with a capital letter.  Use a period after the speaker.

· EX – “It’s too late now,” I said.  “We’ll have to come back later.”
Dialogue: conversation between two or more people

· Identify which person is speaking each time

· Start a new paragraph whenever there is a change in the speaker
· See example attached:

Dialogue example: staple into notebook
“Mom.” John yelled. “It’s time to take me to school. I don’t want to be late!”
“Go back to bed, John. It is Saturday!” Mom sighed.

“Oh, man!  I’m not going to be able to fall back asleep,” John moaned.

Mom replied, “Then why don’t you get up and start doing some chores for me or start your homework.”
“You know what, I might be able to fall back asleep after all!” John called.

“I thought so,” Mom smirked.
