p. 274     Pronouns and Antecedents

*A pronoun is a word that takes the place of one or more nouns.

The noun that a pronoun refers to is called the antecedent.

Singular pronouns refer to one person or thing.

EX - 
 I

you

he

she

it

Plural pronouns refer to more than one.

EX - 
 we

you

they

*Pronouns and antecedents must agree in number.  
*Always use a singular pronoun to refer to a singular noun.  
*Use a plural pronoun to refer to a plural noun.

Examples:

1.  When George had enough money, he bought a bike.
2.  After Brian and Carla had collected many recipes, they decided to write a cookbook.
3. Brian and Carla wrote the cookbook. It was illustrated by Carla.
