*Some pronouns are used as the subject of a sentence.  A 

  pronoun used as a subject is called a subject pronoun.

EX - The lines are difficult.  They are hard to learn.

*An object pronoun is used as the object of a verb or as the 

  object of a preposition, such as to, in, for, or at.

EX - Roberto’s teacher helped him. (object of a verb)

 The teacher gave the script to him. (object of a prep.)
