p. 290     Using who, whom, whose

Who, Whom, or whose are often used to form questions.

*  Use who as a subject pronoun.

EX -  Who is running for office?

*  Use whom as an object pronoun.  It can be used as the object of an action verb or after words such as to, in, for, or at.

EX -  Whom has Barry chosen? (Barry has chosen whom.)

*  Whose is the possessive form of the pronoun who.  You often use the pronoun whose when you ask questions about ownership.

EX -  Whose vote will decide the election?

* Do not confuse whose with the contraction who’s (who is).
