p. 327     Preposition or Adverb?

Most words that are used as prepositions can also be used as adverbs.

*If the word STANDS ALONE, it is an ADVERB.

*If that same word BEGINS a prepositional phrase, it is a      

 PREPOSITION.

EXAMPLES:


Adverb:  Sue invited me over.


Preposition:  I stepped over the dog.


Adverb:  No one was around.


Preposition:  We walked around the yard.
Tommy walked by the empty house. 

-Preposition

I followed her in.  

-Adverb
