When you go from the outside to the inside, you go into a 
place.


Ex. We waited in the dark room.



The guide led us into the cave.

*Never use the preposition of as a helping verb.

EX - 
Incorrect usage:  We could of seen more.



Correct usage:
  We could have seen more.
