Section 1 (I) The Two Sides = North, Union, U.S.A, Blue vs. South, Confederacy, C.S.A., Gray.
A. Goals and Strategies
1. The Border States = Missouri, Kentucky, Delaware, Maryland.
2.  They were slave states that stayed in the Union and slavery was legal.  Without these states the North loses.

a. Missouri controlled parts of the Mississippi River
b. Kentucky controlled the Ohio River.
c. Delaware is close to Richmond Virginia the Confederate capital.
d. Washington D.C. is between Virginia and Maryland              , if Maryland seceded the Union capital; Washington D.C. would be in southern territory.

3. Comparing North and South

a.    The North has more population, railways, industry, telegraph lines, canals.

b.   The South has home field advantage, excellent military leaders, a strong spirit.

c. Most of the war was fought in the South.         .

4. War Aims (goals)

a. The North has to defeat the South and bring it back to the U.S.A.        .

b. The South only has to break the will of the North to fight so they can be The Confederate States of America.                                                                 .

5. Confederate (South) Strategies

a. Get help from Britain and France (two trade partners)
b. Hold onto as much territory as possible

c. Attack and capture Washington D.C.                                 .

6. Union Strategies (North) Developed by General Winfield Scott
a. Blockade southern ports to stop supplies to the South and they can’t export cotton for badly needed money.

b. Gain control of the Mississippi River                                 which would cut the South in two and cut southern supply lines.

c. Capture Richmond Virginia, the South’s capital.

d. Called The Anaconda Plan 
B. Americans Against Americans – Not only was the country torn apart but families were also.  Relatives fought for the North and the South. Many soldiers were teenagers.

1. False Hopes

a. Both sides hoped for an easy victory and quick end to the war but they were mistaken                 .

2. Who Were the Soldiers

a. Farmers, some African Americans and Latinos for the  North= 187,000 soldiers,  South = 112,000 soldiers mostly poor farmers
3. The Life of a Soldier

a. Boring, much illness, hungry, uncomfortable, fear, horror.                                          .

b. Mobile camps (tents) were where soldiers lived.

4. The Reality of War

a. Rifles were more accurate, many casualties (wounded or dead), medicine and medical treatment was scarce and there was much desertion.              .

Section Two (II) Early Stages of the War  

A. War on Land and Sea - The North had a much larger navy than the South and they used it to blockade southern ports to stop exports and imports.

1. First Battle of Bull Run July 21, 1861

a. General McDowell leads the North against southern General Beauregard at Manassas Junction, Virginia near a river named Bull Run.

b. The outcome is that the South drove the North back to Washington D.C. which made people realize this was not going to be a quick war

c. General McClellan replaced McDowell.

d. Lincoln called for more soldiers.

2. The War in the West

a. In February of 1862 the North began fighting to control the Mississippi River which would give them the ability to transport men and material and also cut off Texas, Louisiana, and Arkansas from the rest of the South.

b. General Grant and Commander Foote captured Fort Donelson for the North and made the Confederates surrender unconditionally.

3. War of the Ironclads ( Battle of iron ships for the 1st time)
a. March 8, 1862 the Merrimack (South) attacked wooden  Union ships off the coast of Virginia.

b. The North fearing the Merrimack would sail up the Potomac River and attack D.C. sent the ironclad Monitor to attack the Merrimack on March 9.

c. The battle was indecisive.

4. The Battle of Shiloh (A church) April 6, 1862

a. Corinth, Mississippi Southern Generals Beauregard and Johnston attacked General Grant and Union troops 

b. The North won, there were 23,000 casualties (wounded or dead).  The North then took Memphis, Tennessee and began to control the Mississippi River.

5. New Orleans, Louisiana Falls April 25, 1862

a. Union Naval Commander Farragut captured New Orleans preventing the South from exporting or importing using the Mississippi River.
        B.  War in the East- the North repeatedly tries to capture the South’s capital Richmond, Virginia but is unsuccessful.

1. Victories for the Confederacy 

a. Generals Robert E. Lee and “Stonewall” Jackson led the South to victories over the North by moving quickly.
2. Invasion of the North (Washington D.C.)

a. General Robert E. Lee bypassed D.C. because it was too well defended and instead swept through Maryland into Pennsylvania.

3. The Battle of Antietam  September 17, 1862
a. Near Sharpsburg, Maryland.  The Union wins and forces Lee to retreat back to Virginia and out of the North.

b. The South decides not to attack up north again until July 1863.
C.  The Emancipation Proclamation  (Freeing the slaves)

a.  Lincoln decides to focus on the issue of the evils of slavery.

1.  The Debate   Lincoln focuses on the slavery issue to gain support from Britain and France which had been supporting the South.

a. Lincoln had been afraid of losing the Border States if he focused on the slavery issue but takes the gamble and wins.

2. Lincoln Decides

a. January 1, 1863 Lincoln issues the proclamation which technically frees the slaves.  Of course the slaves are in southern territory which is out of Lincoln’s control.

3. Effects of the Proclamation

a. Makes the focus of the war the ending of slavery.

Section 3 (III) Life During the War

A. A Different Way of Life

1. Life at Home

a. Many schools closed and served as hospitals if a battle was fought nearby

                2. Shortages in the South

                             a. Because the South wasn’t industrialized and grew cotton which you cannot eat they had to import almost everything.  As the war dragged on the South began to starve

      B.  New Roles for Women
1. The women took over roles that were traditionally held by the men farming, teaching, running businesses and plantations
2. Women became nurses to help the wounded

3. Women became spies

C. Prison Camps and Field Hospitals

                 1. In the Hands of the Enemy

                        a. Prisoners of war had little food, diseases spread easily.   Unsanitary conditions, little shelter from the elements.   
                 2.  Field Hospitals were unsanitary, were not fully supplied, & had limited medical technology

D. Political and Economic Change

1. In the South shortages of food and other goods led to riots
2. In the North Peace Democrats (Copperheads) wanted to negotiate a treaty.  May have caused the war to drag on.

3. Jail Without Trial- Lincoln suspended habeas corpus (getting a trial) people who spoke out against the gov’t were sometimes jailed unconstitutionally

E. Draft Laws (Required men to serve in the army) the rich could pay a replacement to serve for them.

F. Economic Effects

1. Both the North and South borrowed money by issuing bonds, raised taxes, and printed more money (sound familiar)

2. The North Prospers-the economy boomed because the factories were making war supplies but then inflation creeps in.

    G.  Economic Troubles in the South- their cities, plantations, railroads, farm fields, and entire economy was being devastated.
