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Has Your Child Been                      Showing Cool Character at Home?





In our classroom, the students helped to come up with many examples of what it means to be respectful, responsible, and safe at home.  Take a look at these examples (below), and perhaps your child might be doing some of these things at home!  Please try to “catch” your child showing any one, or more, acts of respect, responsibility, and/or safety at home.  Praise your child and commend him/her as you explain the “cool character behavior” that you had seen.  Continue to encourage your child to display these 3 behaviors. 


Download the “Cool Character” form on my website and check off the box(es) that reflect the examples of behaviors that your child is showing at home.  Write a quick explanation of the behavior that was seen.  When your child brings the form to school, we will share the form with the class and put it in a special book which we call, Cool Kids With Cool Character!    The book will be placed on a special shelf in our room, and students will be able to enjoy reading the names of our “cool character kids”.


You may fill out as many forms as you would like during the month!  Each time that a form is returned, I will add your child’s name to our special “Cool Kids with Cool Character” drawing.  At the end of each month, we will select 1 boy’s name and 1 girl’s name.  Both of these students will get a free chance to go to the Treasure Chest!


OUR STUDENTS CAME UP WITH THE FOLLOWING EXAMPLES OF WAYS TO SHOW RESPONSIBILITY, RESPECT, AND SAFETY AT HOME:


Responsibility:   “Clean up your room.  Make your bed.  Clean up spills that you make.  Go to bed when you are supposed to.   Brush your teeth.  Put your clothes where they go and don’t leave them on the floor.  Throw away your garbage.  Flush the toilet.  Take your shoes off on the carpet if Grandma tells you to.”


Respect:  “Don’t call anyone a name…unless it’s a nice name.  Wait until your mom is off the phone to talk to her.  When your Dad says to do something, you’d better do it.  Don’t leave squished tooth paste on the sink.  Say “Please” and “Thank you!”   Be quiet when Grandma is sleeping.”


Safety:  Look both ways before you cross the street.  Wear your bike helmet.  Don’t run when you have scissors in your hand.  Don’t talk to strangers.  Wear your seatbelt when you are in the car, like when you go to McDonalds or somewhere.  Keep your baby brother away from the outlets.   





Summit Hill School District has 3 universal behaviors which are being emphasized in each school:  respect, responsibility, and safety.  Helping students learn to display these behaviors in school is our goal, and it is equally important for students to understand that these same 3 behaviors need to be shown outside of school, as well.  Knowing how to be respectful, responsible, and safe, helps in building “cool character” which is something that we want our students to learn.
