BASIC SELF-HELP SKILLS WHICH ARE IMPORTANT FOR YOUR CHILD TO LEARN:

All children learn at their own pace.  Therefore, no two students will enter kindergarten at exactly the same developmental level in every social or academic area.  Following are four skills which are important for your child to be able to do without assistance.  Children with weak fine motor control may find these skills to be very difficult.  Providing additional practice at home would be very beneficial if your child does exhibit difficulty with any of these tasks.
1.) Buttoning a shirt, pants, jacket/coat, etc.

2.) Zipping a pair of pants, jacket/coat, etc.

3.) Snapping a shirt, pants, jacket/coat, etc.

4.) Tying shoes

NOTE:  Some parents will choose to buy shoes with velcro straps instead of laces.  While this will allow your child to become more independent in getting dressed, please remember that learning to tie a shoe is a skill which your child will need to develop.
