Classroom Management

We are a PBIS school, which stands for Positive Behavioral Intervention & Supports. Below you will find some things that I do for classroom management. Our expectations are to be respectful, responsible, and safe in all areas of school throughout the day.
Eagle Tickets: Students can earn Eagle tickets for following expectations. Once a month students can spend these tickets at the Eagle’s Nest store to purchase small items or fun activities.

Marble Jar: This positive incentive is directed toward whole class behavior. Following expectations can earn a marble for the class and once we earn 33 marbles, we plan a party or some type of activity to celebrate.

Praise: I am a firm believer in praising students for their positive behavior and hard work.  Praise is handed out often in my classroom and will always be.  

Consequences: We have a pocket chart in the classroom that has colored cards for each child’s number.  If a student is not following expectations, they will need to flip their card to the next color and fill out a reflection form that will explain what happened.  A parent signature is needed on this paper before the student can turn their card back to the original color.  Below are the colors.

-Green: Great Day following expectations

-Yellow: Just a Warning. Student needed to flip card one time.

-Orange: Student was asked to flip card twice for not following expectations.

-Red:  Student was asked three times to flip their card. Depending on the situation, they may need an office referral.
