Grade 7
ISLS: 28.A.1a and 28.B.1b

OBJECTIVE: Students will recite numbers 0-30 in Spanish.  Students will spell numbers 0 to 30 in Spanish word form.

METHODOLOGY:  Teacher will review number patterns on board.  Students will take notes.  Practice oral counting with whole class.  Assign Numbers 0-30 addition/subtraction sheet.  Assign Numbers 0-30 word search.

DIFFERNTIATION:  Echo reading, choral reading, color coding of morphemes (root words, bases of ten, and single digits), task completion with partners; sentence structure (syntax) models provided, extensive use of visual aides (charts/notes) provided by instructor, extensive guided practice with individuals/groups in class
ASSESSMENT: Observe oral participation.
